Our meeting subject: oil
change services. Many

between oil changes.
Engine oil capacities are
increasing, probably in
part to help lengthen the
intervals. Some engines
have very specific oil
requirements making it
difficult to use standard
bulk oil.

We are also want to limit
out waste oil and sup-
port efforts to be good
stewards of our environ-
ment.

French Onion Dip Sandwiches!

INGREDIENTS

21 ounces condensed French Onion Soup 2
cans

10.5 ounces Beef Consomme1 can

3-4 pounds beef chuck roast

8 sandwich rolls

8 slices provolone cheese

INSTRUCTIONS
Place the roast in a slow cooker. Pour the soup

and consommeé over the top.

Cover and cook on low for 8 hours or high for 4
hours.

Remove 3 cups of the juice from the slow cooker
with a measuring cup or ladle and add to a
small sauce pan. Turn heat to medium and
bring to a boil. Reduce to a hard simmer and
let cook until reduced by half, about 10
minutes.

Transfer the beef to a pie plate and shred with a
fork.

Place the sandwich rolls in a 9x13 pan and
spoon meat into each roll. Top with provolone
cheese. Cover with foil and bake at 350 de-
grees for 5 minutes or until the cheese is
melted.

Serve immediately with the sauce on the side for
